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FOREWORD
History

This comprises the codification of the Ordinances of the Borough otf
Smethport. The Borough of Smethport was originally settled in 1807 and was
incorporated as a Borough on February 11, 1853. The Code of Ordinances of the
Borough was prepared by Penns Valley Publiishers, a division of Fry
Communications, and adopted by the Borough Council on March 4, 1996, by
Ordinance Number 322.

Organization

The Code contains four parts which are (1) the valid current ordinances
of the Borough contained in Chapters 1 through 27, (2) the Appendix which
lists by abstracted title all ordinances of a temporary or "one time" nature,
(3) the Key to the disposition of each ordinance ever enacted by the Borough,
and (4) the Index, which is an alphabetical arrangement of subjects.

In the Code, each Chapter is separated by a divider tab, and specific
ordinances can be located by subject on the contents page at the beginning of
each Chapter. The Index may also be used to search for a subject when one is
looking for general information on a particular subject, or if it is not
known in which Chapter the subject might be found. The Appendix consists of
several general categories containing a chronological listing of short
gsubject descriptions along with a reference to the original ordinance and its
date of enactment if known.

The Key to disposition indicates what action has been taken by the
codifiers and the Borough Council with regard to every ordinance ever
enacted. An ordinance has either been (1) specifically repealed, (2)
superseded by another ordinance, (3) is located in a Chapter of the Code
book, or (4) is located in the Apperdix. Annual tax rate and budget
ordinances are located only in the Key. The Key is a cross reference to the
origina. ordinance books of the Borough, and to the location within the Code
of each ordinance by number.

An Ordinance adopting the Code of Ordinances of he Borough of Smethport,
McKean County, Pennsylvania; consolidating, revising, amending and
repealing certain ordinances; enacting certain new provisions; adopting
standard codes by reference; providing a procedure for amending the Code
and for the citation of the code and the effective date thereof;

The Borough of Smethport hereby ordains:

Section 1. Adoption. The "Code of Ordinances, of the Borough of
Smethport, " as prepared and published for the said Borough by Penns Valley
Publishers, a division of Fry Communications, Inc., Mechanicsburg,

Pennsylvania, is hereby adopted as a consolidation, codification and revision
of the ordinances of the Borough.

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The Appendix of the volume lists, by subject matter, in chronological
order, the titles (or an abstract of title) of enactments of special nature
or of historical interest, for the complete text of which the official
records of the Borough shall be authoritative.

Section 2. Citation and Effective Date. The codification referred to in
section 1 of this ordinance shall be known and cited officially as the
"Borough of Smethport Code of Ordinances," and all future ordinances shall
make reference thereto. This ordinance shall become effective immediately
upon publication of notice of final enactment as required by law.

Section 3. Saving Clause. The provisions of the Borough of Smethport
Code of Ordinances, so far as they are the same as those ordinances and
regulations in force immediately prior to the adoption of said Code, are
intended as a continuation of such ordinances and regulations and not as a
new enactment. The provisions of the Borough of Smethport Code of Ordinances
shall not affect any suit or prosecution pending or to be instituted to
enforce any of the prior ordinances or regulations.

Section 11. Penalties. It shall be unlawful for anyone to change, alter,
or tamper with the code of ordinances 1ln any manner which will intentionally
misrepresent the laws of the Borough. Whosoever shall violate this section
shall, upon conviction thereof, be sentenced to pay a fine of not more than
six hundred dollars {$600.00) and costs, or in default of payment thereof,
shall be subject to imprisonmen:t for a term not to exceed thirty (30) days.

Section 12. Severability of Parts of Codification. It is hereby declared
-0 be the intention of the Borough Council that the chapters, parts,
sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this codification are
severable. If any section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this code
ig declared unconstitutional, illegal or otherwise invalid by the judgment or
decree of a court of competernt jurisdiction, that invalidity shall not aZfect
any of the remaining chapters, parts, sections, paragraphs, sentences,
clauses or phrases of this codification.
